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Dear Friends, 
 
We are almost home! As of this 

writing, the new headquarters for IFP, 
at 2 Executive Drive in Morris Plains, 
is rapidly taking shape. The walls are 
up, the roof is on, and windows are 
going in. If construction continues as 
planned, the building will be complete 
in August and we will be ready to 
move in this September! 

 
For those of you who are new to 

IFP, let me bring you up to date. Hav-
ing outgrown our current facility and 
facing the situation that we could no 
longer meet the fire and safety code 
regulations due to the extreme crowd-
ing here, the Board of Trustees made 
the decision three years ago to begin a 
Capital Campaign to build a perma-
nent home for the Interfaith Food 
Pantry. After the exhaustive search 
for space to rent or purchase led to no 
good options, the Morris County Free-
holders came to the rescue and offered 
to lease us an acre of land near our 
current location for $1 for 50 years. 

 
Since this land, located in Central 

Park of Morris County on some of the 
old Greystone property, is adjacent to 
a number of other agencies, right next 
to the new county one-stop non-profit 
center and on the NJ Transit bus line, 
it was too good an offer to refuse. Af-
ter many months of planning, the final 
design was approved, and a campaign 
to raise $2.7 million dollars for this 
14,000 square foot facility was begun.  

 
The new center will have ample 

space for a warehouse, distribution 
center, counseling services, our 
Healthy Choices nutrition program 
and even have room to allow us to get 
more involved with local schools by 
inviting them to bring classes here on 
field trips during the day. 

Some of the wonderful new fea-
tures are a loading dock with refrig-
eration, a commercial teaching 
kitchen - which will make it possible 
to reclaim prepared food and offer 
healthy cooking classes, and a large 
classroom which will not only let us 
host school groups but also allow us 
to share the workshops we run with 
clients from other agencies. 

 
 We are very excited and incredibly 

grateful to all those who have come 
forward to help us make this a reality.  

Now for the really great news! 
We have received a $100,000 chal-
lenge grant which will bring our 
total raised to $2,100,000! A chal-
lenge grant means for every dollar 
we raise, they will give us an addi-
tional dollar up to $100,000! This is 
a wonderful opportunity to double 
your donation, and we are reaching 
out to all of you to help us “Harvest 
Miracles.”   

 
If you have been considering do-

nating to the new building project, 
now is the time. This challenge will 
help us close the gap on the remaining 
$600,000 left to raise. Any contribu-
tion to the campaign will be greatly 
appreciated or, if you prefer your do-
nation to go to the operating budget, 
this is also possible. The enclosed 
form gives all the details,  Please feel 
free to call us at 973-538-8049 if you 
have questions about the campaign. 
We will be happy to sit down and dis-
cuss it with you at any time.  

 
We also would like your help iden-

tifying any potential donations from 
foundations, corporations, civic 
groups or houses of worship. 15 Mor-
ris County Rotary Clubs have joined 
forces and together have pledged 
$80,000. Many other groups have also 
lent their support. In addition to funds, 

we also have received wonderful in-
kind donations.  So far we have been 
given carpeting, concrete and wiring 
and all our legal services have been 
provided pro-bono by Graham Curtin, 
a local law firm. The response has 
been amazing and truly a blessing! 

 
If you would like to drive by and 

see the new facility, the site is located 
off Central Avenue on Executive 
Drive. To get there from Morris 
Plains turn right at the Quick Chek 
(Stiles Ave.) and go three blocks 
where you will make a left onto Cen-
tral Avenue. Continue on Central for 
6/10th of a mile. At the fork bear left 
and you will eventually see a sign on 
your right that says “The Arc.” Turn 
right here onto Executive Drive, and 
you can’t miss us.  

 
In addition to all the work on the 

new site, we have been busy as usual 
continuing to meet the demand for 
food with the help of our many donors 
and volunteers.  We are truly blessed 
to have so many friends and support-
ers.  Life is good! 

 
I wish you all a wonderful summer, 

and we hope to see you at our new 
home in the fall!

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During the winter months clients had a 
lot of opportunities to “Be Heart Smart.” 
They received information and examples 
about practical ways to lower saturated and 
trans fats (the bad fats), and increase un-
saturated fats (the healthy fats), in their 
diet. Community nurses Joan Wheeler and 
Solange Patarroyo from Community 
Health at Morristown Memorial Hospital 
checked clients’ cholesterol and glucose 
during distribution. 

In March, samples of low-fat, one-
percent milk were offered to encourage 
switching to lower-fat dairy products. 
Lower-fat milk provides the same nutrients 
as higher-fat milk, but with fewer calories 
and saturated fat.  

The Quick Bean Salad recipe offered in 
April included beans (a good source of 
soluble fiber), canola oil (an unsaturated 
fat), and spices to flavor the dressing in-
stead of salt, which all contribute to heart 
health. 

Planting the Seeds…  
We’re anticipating a summer filled with 

fresh produce to offer our clients. Opportu-
nity abounds if you would like to be part of 
the gardening effort. 

Our clients love receiving fresh vegeta-
bles and herbs when they come for their 
food. Tomatoes, cucumbers, zucchini, yel-
low squash, lettuce, collard greens, kale, 
beets, carrots, peppers, basil, parsley, dill, 
and cilantro are some of the wide variety of 
vegetables that were enjoyed last year 
through garden and farm donations.
